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The Chain of Command Relationships of a US Field Artillery Group (FAG)
. The US Field Artillery Groups (FAG) are Corps Echelon assets.
Each Field Artillery Group HQ commands the subordinate artillery battalions of the Field Artillery Group.

An US FA Group HQ and its subordinate artillery battalions have a supplied emblem: spade, heart, club or diamond.
American FA Group HQ have an enhanced command function due to the superior US Army Artillery System.

An US FA Group HQ may call for Time on Target fire from all FA Group units of the same Corps.
An US FA Group HQ may call for Time on Target fire from the independent artillery battalions at Army Echelon.

An US FA Group HQ may call for Time on Target fire from the independent artillery battalions from the same Corps.
An US FA Group HQ may call for Time on Target fire from Divisional artillery battalions of the same Corps.
